“James Janko’s What We Don’t talk About is an enticing work of
fiction that is self-identified as a novel but can also be termed a group of
connected short stories. It is generally set in the small fictional Illinois town
of Orville in the 1960s.

As the title hints, the book deals with unspoken----indeed at times
unspeakable---issues townspeople hardly whisper in public. Racism is one
overarching issue. Orville has the reputation for being a “sundown” town,
meaning blacks should get out by sunset or face intimidation or worse,
violence.”
